  The election period for eligible Public Employees’ Retirement System (PERS) Plan 2 and 3 members to elect the Public Safety 
Employees’ Retirement System (PSERS) membership is from July 1, 2006 through September 30, 2006.

  • The contributions and service credit you have earned in PERS will remain in PERS. You will become a dual member  
    as defined under RCW 41.54, meaning you will have membership in both PERS and PSERS. You will then accumulate  
    service credit and contributions in PSERS from your election date. 

  • The choice you make to begin membership in PSERS, or to remain in PERS, is an irrevocable decision.  
  • If you choose to join PSERS, complete and submit this form to your employer no later than September 30, 2006.
